Site Prepara�on

You can use a 
gentle heat source (like a hairdryer) to warm the vinyl, which can help smooth out 
wrinkles. Ensure the vinyl is properly stretched and aligned.

•  Problem: Vinyl edges are li�ing.
o Solu�on: If edges start to li�, check that the hook-and-loop connec�on is fully 
ac�vated. Re-press the seams and edges firmly to ensure they s�ck. You can use extra 
floor tape or a vinyl adhesive for extra hold.
